The DHS CRCL Committee is comprised of more than 100 organizations and convenes regular meetings with the DHS OCRCL and DHS OIG on both substance (due process, selective enforcement, detention, asylum, etc.) and process (how complaints are filed, responded to, etc.). Each agenda topic is accompanied by a concrete recommendation that we believe is within the agency component’s jurisdiction to address. 

In addition, the committee meets as a working group based on need.  

The DHS CRCL Committee has also been involved with monitoring the detention audit by the IG, drafting select detention standards into regulations, and making recommendations for audits and investigations on the detention standards and select post 9-11 policies to name a few.
