Printing the Map

The easiest way to get a great image of the map is to use Firefox and get an add-on called “screengrab.”
If you already use Firefox (an alternative to Internet Explorer) to view websites, go to https://addons.mozilla.org/en-US/firefox/addon/1146 and click on "Add to Firefox" and install the add-on.

Once you have done that, go to the map, right-click and choose:  ScreenGrab -> Save -> Selection.  Your screen becomes opaque and you can use your mouse to click and draw a rectangle around the map.  When you have chosen the area, release the mouse button and save the image.  Now you can insert that image into a word document, email it to someone or do whatever else you want with it.

That is the easiest way, if you use Firefox.  If you don't use Firefox, you might want to go to:  http://www.getfirefox.com and download it (a nice program and in many ways easier to use than Explorer).
If you do not use Firefox, if you are on a Windows machine you can use the Pirnt Screen button. It usually sits on the top row of the keyboard, on the right hand side.  Usually in conjunction with Ctrl or Alt it is used to print a picture of what is on your screen.  If you press Alt+Prnt Scrn, you get a copy of only the currently selected window. You won’t get the taskbar or any other windows on your display. Then you can run a program (such as Microsoft Word or the Paint application included with Windows) and press Ctrl+V to paste in the screen shot.
